1.1 Situation Le site couvre la vallée supérieure de la Sûre, ses affluents et le lac du barrage. Il s'étend de la
frontière belge jusqu'au barrage d'Esch-sur-Sûre et est caractérisé par des hauts plateaux entrecoupés de
vallées et des vallons profonds avec des versants souvent abrupts. 1.2 Milieu physique Le site s'inscrit dans
l'aire d'affleurement du Dévonien inférieur, composée en majeure partie des couches du Siegenien supérieur
(Schiste compact, grossier, mal stratifié, avec de rares bancs de grès argileux). La partie la plus au nord du
site s'inscrit dans l'étage de l'Emsien inférieur (quartzophyllades de Schuttbourg et Schistes de
Stolzembourg). Dans les méandres de la Sûre, on trouve des dépôts fluviatiles, composés de limons et de
galets quartzitiques et déposés durant les phases d'accumulation du pléistocène. Le fond de la vallée de la
Sûre est recouvert par les dépôts alluviaux de l'holocène, composés de sable, de limons et de galets. La
majeure partie du sol est couverte par des substrats limono-caillouteux à charge schistophylladeuse et à
horizon B structural (sols bruns acides).

qu'une petite surface mais doivent absolument être conservées. Signalons encore la présence de types
d'habitats liés aux éboulis et talus de roches siliceuses et qui hébergent souvent des espèces végétales
remarquables. C'est la zone la plus importante pour la Loutre (Lutra lutra), dont des indices de présence
fiables ont été trouvés. Deux espèces de poissons de l'annexe II sont également présents dans la Sûre et
ses affluents. Le réseau hydrographique a une longueur totale d'environ 90 km. Des études récentes ont
permis de mettre en évidence la présence d'une importante population de la Mulette batave (Unio crassus) et
une petite population relictuelle de la Bouvière (Rhodeus sericeus amarus) dans la zone. Pour la Bouvière, il
s'agit du seul site actuel connu pour le Grand-Duché de Luxembourg.

Elle est particulièrement importante pour les espèces liées aux grands plans d'eau (lac du barrage
d'Esch/Sûre) et aux bois denses (taillis de chênes). Les deux espèces cibles sont la Cigogne noire (Ciconia
nigra) et la Gélinotte des bois (Tetrastes bonasia). Autres intérêts La zone est en grande partie incluse dans
le futur parc naturel de la Haute Sûre. Il abrite un grand nombre d'espèces des listes rouges. Sur les espèces
des listes rouges sélectionnées pour décrire les zones, certaines figurent dans l'annexe IV de la directive.

Principes de gestion Parmi les milieux ouverts, la présence de restes de prairies à Nardus, jadis très
répandues dans la région mérite une attention particulière. Les parcelles concernées font actuellement l’objet
de contrats d’extensification conclus avec les agriculteurs concernés dans le cadre du projet pilote ‘Nature
2000’ du Ministère de l’Environnement. Les prairies alluviales des fonds de vallons jouent également un rôle
très important aussi bien comme refuge pour des espèces menacées que pour la sauvegarde du paysage.
La gestion de ces pairies par des pratiques agricoles adéquates, devrait être assurée moyennant des
contrats d’extensification à long terme. Les restes de forêts feuillues présents sur le site doivent être
préservés et leurs fonctions écologiques devraient être optimalisées. Ceci vaut particulièrement pour les
