1.1 Situation Le site couvre les massifs forestiers du bois de Herborn et de la Haard près de la ville
d'Echternach. 1.2 Milieu physique La partie sud du site repose sur les couches de marnes à
pseudomorphoses de sel du Keuper moyen, composées de marnes bariolées et marnes bariolées
argileuses.

Le massif forestier est très intéressant par sa superficie relativement importante, la diversité et la
structure des formations présentes. A signaler encore la présence de l'aulnaie alluviale nitrophile, habitat
prioritaire de l'annexe I. L'espèce la plus remarquable de l'annexe II de la directive est sans doute la mousse
Dicranum viride. Cette espèce est encore présente dans deux autres zones du pays. Intérêts selon la

'Région de l'est'. Autres intérêts La zone héberge plusieurs mardelles avec une végétation intéressante
(roselières, magnocaricaies, végétation aquatique..). La pelouse sèche abrite plusieurs espèces
remarquables, notamment des orchidées.
