Other Site Characteristics
1.1 Situation Le site couvre les vallées de l'Eisch et de la Mamer y compris plusieurs de leurs affluents ainsi
que le massif forestier du Bambësch. 1.2 Milieu physique Le substrat géologique du site est caractérisé par la
prédominance des formations du Lias: affleurement dominant du Grès de Luxembourg de l'Hettangien
supérieur recouvert localement des marnes et calcaire de Strassen du Sinémurien. Sur les flancs des
versants de la vallée de l'Eisch et de la Mamer, on trouve des affleurements d'argiles rouges du Rhétien et
des couches du Keuper à marnolites compactes. Localement, existent des éboulis de pente (Dondelange,
Schoenfels) et des dépôts du pléistocène composés de sable, cailloux ou limon avec des galets. Le fond des
vallées est couvert par des alluvions du quaternaire. La majeure partie du site (60%) est couverte par des
sols sableux, limono-sableux et sableux-limoneux, non gleyifiés. Sur le plateau au nord-ouest de la zone, on
trouve des sols argileux à argileux lourds en général non gleyifiés. Les alluvions occupent les fond de vallées
(env. 10 % de la surface de la zone). 1.3 Occupation des sols Les prairies occupent avec une surface de
1035 ha prés de 15% de la zone. Elles se situent essentiellement dans les fonds de vallées de l'Eisch et de
la partie inférieure de la Mamer dont la vallée s'élargit en direction de l'agglomération de Mersch. Les cultures
annuelles (3,6 % de la zone) sont situées sur le plateau au nord-est de la zone, également prés de Mersch.
Les versants, souvent abrupts, sont couverts par la forêt qui s'étend souvent sur les plateaux exploités par
l'agriculture (cultures annuelles et pâturages). Les forêts constituent le type d'occupation du sol le plus
important et couvrent une surface d'environ 5200 ha, soit plus de 76% de la surface du site (3/4 forêt feuillue,
1/4 forêt de conifères). La forêt feuillue est dominée par la hêtraie (Hêtraie à mélique et aspérule et hêtraie à
Luzule). La forêt de conifères est dominée par les plantations d'épicéas. Les forêts alluviales se trouvent
surtout le long de la vallée supérieure de la Mamer ainsi que dans la partie supérieur et moyenne de l'Eisch.

4.2 Quality and importance
Intérêts selon la directive "Habitats" En tout, 21 types d'habitats dont cinq prioritaires figurant dans l'annexe I
de la directive ont pu être relevés. Parmi les habitats prioritaires, le site est particulièrement important pour la
conservation des forêts alluviales résiduelles. En effet, selon la cartographie des biotopes, tous les habitats
de ce type au Luxembourg sont présents sur ce site. Les forêts alluviales couvrent plus de 54ha ce qui
représente près de 15% de la surface couverte par ce type d'habitat dans le pays. On trouve également des
sources pétrifiantes avec formation de tuf, habitat prioritaire très rare dans le pays puisqu'en dehors de ce
site, on ne le retrouve plus que dans la région du Mullerthal. Les deux types d'habitats prioritaires, les
pelouses calcaires karstiques et les pelouses calcaires des sables xériques, n'existent que sur des surfaces
très restreintes, essentiellement sur substrat artificiel (anciennes carrières). Parmi les habitats non
prioritaires, citons les landes sèches à callune particulièrement bien représentées. D'après la cartographie
des biotopes, environ 10% de la surface couverte par cet habitat dans le pays se trouve sur ce site. On
trouve également des surfaces importantes de landes à callune dégradées. Ce site constitue donc un
élément essentiel pour la conservation de ce type de lande. La forêt de ravins, bien que de taille réduite,
abrite un nombre important d'espèces rares. Notons également l'existence de plusieurs grottes naturelles. Le
site abrite dix espèces de l'annexe II. Cette région est avant tout très importante pour la conservation des
chiroptères menacés. Au total, douze espèces de chauves-souris ont été observées sur le site, dont cinq
sont visées à l'annexe II de la directive. Le site contient aussi bien des sites d'hibernation que des colonies
de reproduction, des gîtes d'accouplement, des sites de mâles, des sites de transit et constitue également un
territoire de chasse privilégié. Parmi les 24 sites souterrains les plus intéressants du pays, pour les espèces
de l'annexe II de la directive, un tiers se trouvent ici. Trois sites souterrains y ont été désignés 'Réserves
Chiroptérologiques' (sans statut légal). En tout, une dizaine de sites souterrains constituent des sites de
reproduction, gîtes d'accouplement, sites de mâles, sites de transit et d'hivernation pour les chiroptères. A
noter la présence de deux espèces de poissons dans les ruisseaux de la zone. Intérêts selon la directive
"Oiseaux" Les espèces 'cibles' de le zone sont les deux milans (Milvus milvus et Milvus migrans), le Pic noir
(Dryocopus martius) et le Martin pêcheur (Alcedo atthis), tous nicheurs. En dehors de la présence de
nombreuses espèces de chauves-souris (voir §2.2.), la zone héberge également un grand nombre d'espèces
des listes rouges. Notons, par exemple, l'existence de la seule population du pays de Crapauds calamites
(Bufo calamita), espèce très menacée et figurant dans l'annexe IV de la directive. A signaler également le
nombre important d'espèces de libellules sensibles (6/10). Le Héron cendré (Ardea cinerea), qui ne figure
pas dans l'annexe I de la directive 'Oiseaux' mais qui est rare comme nicheur dans le pays, se reproduit dans
le site. De même pour l'Autour-des-palombes (Accipiter gentilis) cependant moins rare comme nicheur.

Principes de gestion Les habitats inclus dans ce site revètent une grande diversité. La gestion des milieux
ouverts doit prendre en considération plusieurs types d’habitats dont il faut mentionner surtout la plus grande
lande à callune du pays. La gestion de ce type de milieux devra s’orienter aux anciennes pratiques
agro-pastorales. Il faudra notamment veiller à une régénération de la callune. Le cas échéant, des techniques
tels l’écobuage consistant à enlever la partie supérieure du sol devront être envisagées. Un pâturage itinérant
extensif à l’aide de moutons pourra constituer ensuite un mode de gestion approprié. Il faudra éviter
cependant un pâturage en continu. Le site abrite également des restes de prairies à molinie qui sont des
témoins très importants de ce type de prairies jadis assez répandues sur les sols hydromorphes. La plupart
de ces parcelles font déjà actuellement l’objet de contrats d’extensification conclus avec les agriculteurs dans
le cadre du programme pilote ‘Nature 2000’ du Ministère de l’Environnement. Il faut également mentionner
les pelouses calcaires karstiques et les pelouses sur sables xériques dans des carrières abondonnées. Ici il
faudra veiller à freiner la recolonisation forestière et créer le cas échéant à nouveau des zones pionnières.
Les prairies mésophiles de fauche occupent encore une surface dans le site. Leur gestion devrait passer par
l’application de contrats d’extensification en collaboration avec les exploitants concernés. Parmi les milieux
forestiers, l’attention devra se porter sur les forêts alluviales encore bien représentées dans la région. Leur
gestion devra faire primer l’optimisation des fonctions écologiques de ces milieux plutôt que les
considérations économiques. A noter également les très beaux échantillons d’autres types de forêts feuillues
telles que la hêtraie à mélique et la hêtraie à Luzule blanche. La gestion à y apppliquer devrait être fondée
sur les principes d’une sylviculture proche de la nature. La possibilté de mettre sous réserve intégrale des
parties représentatives de ces forêts devrait également être considérée.
