1.1 Situation Le site couvre le versant et la terrasse supérieure de la Moselle entre Grevenmacher et
Machtum. 1.2 Milieu physique Le site est situé sur les couches du Keuper inférieur, du Muschelkalk supérieur
composé de dolomie avec intercalation de marne et de dolomie grise à entroques ainsi que du Muschelkalk
moyen. La majeure partie de la zone (75%) est couverte par des sols argilo-caillouteux à charge dolomitique,
non gleyifiés, à horizon B structural.

6.3 Conservation measures (optional)
Principes de gestion La gestion de la formation à Buxus sempervirens doit être considérée en relation avec
les restes de pelouses calcaires entremelées. En effet ces pelouses sont menacées par la recolonisation
forestière par endroits. Les abords du plateau agricole bordant la falaise avec Buxus sempervirens sont
particulièrement intéressant pour le maintien d’une végétation des pelouses sèches. Un programme
d’extensification pourrait être lancé pour les surfaces adjacentes à la réserve. Vu qu’il s’agit d’un des sites à
caractère le plus méridional du pays, il faudra veiller à conserver cet aspect en évitant une recolonisation
forestière excessive. Les prairies de fauche pourront être gérées moyennant des contrats d’extensification
conclus avec les exploitants concernés.
