Other Site Characteristics

1.1 Situation Le site se situe au sud-ouest du pays, limité au sud et a I'ouest par la frontieére avec la France,
au nord par la localité de Pétange et a I'est, par I'agglomération de Differdange-Oberkorn-Niederkorn. 1.2
Milieu physique La géomorphologie du site est liée a la cuesta bajocienne. Le substrat géologique est
essentiellement formé par les couches du Dogger composées de formations ferriferes de I'Aalénien, marnes
micacées et formations calcaires. Les cuestas dans I'Aalénien et dans le Bajocien sont séparées par des
terrasses dans les marnes micacées. La majeure partie (70%) de la zone est couverte par des sols
argilo-caillouteux a charge calcareuse, non gleyifiés. Sur les hauteur, on trouve des sols argileux a argileux
lourds, non gleyifiés. 1.3 Occupation du sol Le site est en grande partie couvert par la forét (70%) ainsi que
les milieux a végétation arbustive et herbacée (17%). Les surfaces boisées sont essentiellement constituées
par la forét feuillue (plus de 90% de la surface boisée). La formation dominante est la hétraie a mélique et
aspérule (9/10eme de la surface de la forét feuillue).

4.2 Quality and importance

dont six prioritaires. Les pelouses calcaires séches sont particulierement intéressantes de par leur étendue
et de par la rareté des espéces faunistiques et floristiques qu'elles hébergent. Sur les éboulis et les fortes
pentes exposées au nord, subsistent quelques foréts de ravin sur sol calcaire, d'un grand intérét bien que de
surface peu étendue . Notons encore de belles hétraies calcicoles abritant des espéces menacées. Sept
especes animales de I'annexe Il de la directive ont été observées sur le site. Les mines désaffectées
constituent des sites d'hibernation idéaux pour quatre especes de chauves -souris de I'annexe |. Pour au
moins deux de ces espéces (Myotis emarginatus, Myotis myotis), le site présente également un grand intérét
comme territoire de chasse. Enfin, le Triton crété (Triturus cristatus) s'y reproduit encore dans au moins deux
etangs. Intéréts selon la directive "Oiseaux" Pour cette zone, I'espéce de l'annexe | de la directive "Oiseaux"
la plus significative est sans doute I'Alouette lulu (Lullula arborea), qui trouve dans les miniéres abandonnées
un biotope tout a fait adapté a sa nidification, du moins aux endroits qui n'ont pas encore été colonisés par la
\végétation arbustive. En tout, quatre espéces de I'annexe | de la directive "Oiseaux" nichent de maniére
réguliere dans la zone. Autres intéréts La présence de plantes trés rares, parfois en grand nombre (plusieurs
millier de pieds d'orchidées gymnadénie moucheron) ainsi que plusieurs espéces de chauves-souris (en
dehors des espéces de I'annexe |), de reptiles (3 espéces, dont Lacerta agilis), de papillons (plus de 300
especes diurnes et nocturnes), d'oiseaux (plus de 80 especes observées) en font un site exceptionnel. Du
point de vue ornithologique, on notera la nidification du Traquet motteux (Oenanthe oenanthe) dans les
anciennes miniéres et de trois autres especes menacées dans et aux abords de la zone.
