Other Site Characteristics

1.1 Situation Il s'agit d'un ancien méandre de I'Alzette qui est encore en eau. Le bras mort forme un plan
d'eau de profondeur variable et toujours en communication avec les eaux de I'Alzette par l'intermédiaire de la
nappe alluviale. 1.2 Milieu physique Le site est composé depuis la riviere jusqu'a la créte du versant par une
couche d'alluvions, puis ceratites supérieures sableuses, puis marnes bariolées avec intercalation de grés et
de dolomie du keuper inférieur. Finalement on y trouve des couches du keuper moyen, keuper a
pseudomorphoses de sel, marnes rouges gypsiféres et grés a roseaux, puis du keuper a marnoltes
compactes en limite de créte. Le centre de la zone est couvert par des sols argilo-caillouteux a charge
dolomitique, non gleyifiés, a horizon B structural.
