1.1 Situation Le site couvre le versant ouest de la vallée de I'Our ainsi que plusieurs de ses affluents et une
partie du haut plateau ardennais de la frontiére belgo-germano-luxembourgeoise jusqu'a Dasbourg-Pont. 1.2
Milieu physigue Le substrat géologique est entierement formé par les roches du Dévonien inférieur. Sur la
zone affleurent alternativement les couches de I'Emsien inférieur (Quartzophyllades de Schuttbourg, Schiste
de Stolzembourg) et de I'Emsien moyen (Couches bigarrées de Clervaux). Les sols sont composés
essentiellement de sols limono-caillouteux, a charge schisto-phylladeuse (80 %) et schisto-gréseuse (16%),
non gleyifés, a horizon B structural. 1.3 Occupation du sol Les versants de la vallée de I'Our et des vallons de
ses affluents sont couverts de taillis de chénes, de hétraies submontagnardes, de pessiéres et de quelques
foréts de ravins. La chénaie a Luzule blanche, exploitée sous forme de taillis ou taillis sous futaie, couvre plus
d'un quart des surfaces boisées et plus de la moitié de la forét feuillue. La hétraie submontagnarde (Hétraie a
Luzule blanche et Hétraie a grande fétuque sur les versants nord) occupe environ 220 ha soit presque 1/3 de
la surface couverte par les formations feuillues. A noter I'importance des pessiéres qui occupent
pratiqguement la moitié des surfaces forestiéres. Les territoires agricoles couvrent environ 16% de la
superficie du site. Les cultures annuelles, situées en grande partie sur le plateau, représentent le tiers des
surfaces agricoles; le reste est exploité comme herbage (paturage et prairie de fauche), vergers et petits
fruits.

4.2 Quality and importance

Intéréts selon la directive "Oiseaux" De par sa situation, la variété et la qualité biologique des biotopes qui la
composent, la vallée de I'Our est I'une des régions les plus importantes pour l'avifaune du Grand-Duché de
Luxembourg (environ un tiers des espéces du pays y ont été observées). Encore aujourd'hui, un certain
nombre de milieux bénéficient d'un isolement relatif, d0 & I'absence de sentier d'accés. La tranquillité qui en
résulte permet la nidification d'oiseaux particulierement farouches et sensibles au dérangement anthropique.
Parmi ceux-ci, citons la nidification de la Gélinotte des bois Tetrastes bonasia (syn. : Bonasa bonasia) et du
Grand-Duc d'Europe Bubo bubo. La Cigogne noire Ciconia nigra est nicheuse et des individus nichant
ailleurs dans le pays et en Allemagne viennent se nourrir régulierement sur I'Our ou ses affluents. Parmi les
especes forestiéres, il y a lieu de citer également la Bondrée apivore Pernis apivorus, I'Autour des palombes
Accipiter gentilis et le Pic noir Dryocopus martius. Lors des recensements du Milan royal Milvus milvus
plusieurs couples ont pu étre observés en tant que nicheurs en bord de cette zone. La bonne qualité d'eau
des rivieres permet également a une population de Martins-pécheurs Alcedo atthis de se maintenir. Intéréts
selon la directive "Habitats" La vallée de I'Our n'abrite pas moins de 11 types d'habitats de lI'annexe | de la
directive dont 3 habitats prioritaires. L'habitat prioritaire le mieux représenté est sans doute la forét de ravin,
bien que ce qui reste des foréts alluviales soit également d'un grand intérét. En ce qui concerne les habitats
non prioritaires, citons les prairies humides non fertilisées a molinie et les prairies maigres de fauche. Une
partie des prairies maigres de fauche de la vallée de I'Our sont trés intéressantes par leur composition
floristique, grace a une exploitation encore relativement extensive. Signalons encore la présence de
nombreux rochers exposés abritant plusieurs espéces végétales remarquables. La vallée de I'Our abrite 6
especes de lI'annexe Il dont une espéce prioritaire. L'Our est particulierement importante pour les animaux
liés aux eaux courantes et notamment pour la conservation de deux bivalves, la moule perliere (Margaritifera
margaritifera) et la mulette épaisse (Unio crassus). Pour la moule perliere, la vallée de I'Our constitue un des
derniers sites a l'ouest du Rhin présentant une population encore assez importante (env. 3.000 individus). La
présence plus que probable de la loutre (Lutra lutra) en fait un des derniers sites du pays pour ce
mammifére. L'Our et ses affluents, d'une longueur totale de prés de 240 km, abritent, en dehors des espéces
nommeées précédemment, trois especes de poissons de I'annexe Il. Autres intéréts La vallée de I'Our abrite
un grand nombre d'espéces d'animaux et de plantes des listes rouges nationales. Certaines de ces espéeces,
telles que le chat sauvage (Felis sylvestris), le crapaud accoucheur (Alytes obstetricans), le 1ézard des




souches (Lacerta agilis), figurent également dans I'annexe |V de la directive Habitats. A noter la présence
d'autres espéces d'oiseaux, ne figurant pas sur I'annexe | de la directive oiseaux, citons la Bergeronnette des
ruisseaux Motacilla cinerea et le Cincle plongeur Cinclus cinclus, ainsi que le Harle biévre Mergus merganser
qui profitent également d'une bonne qualité d'eau. En tout, une quinzaine d'espéces d'oiseaux inscrits sur la
Liste Rouge Luxembourgeoise nichent dans cette zone. La zone de la vallée de I'Our qui englobe trois sites
ECO se situe entierement dans le parc transfrontalier germano-luxembourgeois de I'Our, et est partiellement
incluse dans I'un des quatre sites luxembourgeois d'intérét bryophytique européen ("most important
bryophyte sites in Europe"). Elle englobe presque entierement la Zone d'Intérét Communautaire
Ornithologiques "Vallée de I'Our supérieure”. Le site fait partie intégrante du réseau des "Important Bird
Areas" (IBA) de Birdlife International.
