1.1 Situation Le site se situe au sud-ouest du pays, limité au sud et à l'ouest par la frontière avec la France,
au nord par la localité de Pétange et à l'est, par l'agglomération de Differdange-Oberkorn-Niederkorn. 1.2
Milieu physique La géomorphologie du site est liée à la cuesta bajocienne. Le substrat géologique est
essentiellement formé par les couches du Dogger composées de formations ferrifères de l'Aalénien, marnes
micacées et formations calcaires. Les cuestas dans l'Aalénien et dans le Bajocien sont séparées par des
terrasses dans les marnes micacées.Les couches du Toarcien (Lias supérieur) affleurent au Nord et au Sud
de la zone. La majeure partie de la zone est couverte par des sols argilo-caillouteux à charge calcareuse,
non gleyifiés. Sur les hauteurs, on trouve des sols argileux à argileux lourds, non gleyifiés. 1.3 Occupation du
sol Les forêts et milieux semi-naturels couvrent 75% de la zone. Les surfaces boisées sont essentiellement
constituées par la forêt feuillue (plus de 92% de la surface boisée) formée surtout par la hêtraie à mélique et
aspérule et la hêtraie calcicole. La surface importante couverte par la végétation arbustive et les pelouses est
très caractéristique des anciennes mines à ciel ouvert et des carrières recolonisées par une végétation
pionnière après abandon de leur exploitation. Au moment de l'inventaire pour la cartographie des biotopes, il
subsistait environ 5 ha de roches nues dans les anciennes carrières abandonnées. Les terres agricoles, qui
couvrent environ 11% de la surface considérée, sont exploitées comme cultures annuelles (42%) et prairies
pâturées (57%).

4.2 Quality and importance
Intérêts selon la directive "Oiseaux" Pour les habitats semi-ouverts de cette zone, l'espèce phare est sans
doute l'Alouette lulu Lullula arborea qui trouve dans les minières abandonnées un biotope tout à fait adapté à
sa nidification, notamment aux endroits semi-ouverts, non colonisés par la végétation arbustive,
respectivement entretenues par une gestion adaptée. Les anciennes minières dans le Sud du Grand-Duché
constituent l'essentiel de la population nicheuse de cette espèce au Luxembourg. D'autres espèces
inféodées à cet habitat, tels que le Pipit des arbres Anthus trivialis, le Pouillot fitis Phylloscopus trochilus? y
nichent en grand nombre. Les espèces forestières, tels que le Pic noir Dryocopus martius sont présentes
dans les hêtraies. Notamment le Pic noir y joue un rôle clé en créant des loges pour d'autres espèces
cavernicoles. Les fronts de taille accueillent le Grand-Duc d'Europe Bubo bubo et d'autres nicheurs des
falaises. Intérêts selon la directive "Habitats" Les types d'habitats de l'annexe I de la directive sont au
nombre de sept dont deux prioritaires. Les pelouses calcaires sèches sont particulièrement intéressantes de
par leur étendue et de par la rareté des espèces faunistiques et floristiques qu'elles hébergent. Sur les
éboulis et les fortes pentes exposées au nord subsistent quelques forêts de ravin sur sol calcaire d'un grand
intérêt bien que de surface peu étendue. Notons encore de belles hêtraies calcicoles abritant des espèces
menacées. Sept espèces animales de l'annexe II de la directive ont été observées sur le site. Le Triton crêté
se reproduit encore dans au moins deux étangs de la zone. Les mines désaffectées constituent des sites
d'hibernation idéaux pour au moins une espèce de chauves-souris de l'annexe I. Pour au moins deux
espèces de cette annexe (Myotis emarginatus, Myotis myotis), le site présente également un grand intérêt
comme territoire de chasse. Autres intérêts La présence de plantes très rares, parfois en grand nombre
(plusieurs milliers de pieds d'orchidées gymnadénie moucheron) ainsi que plusieurs espèces de
chauves-souris (en dehors des espèces de l'annexe I), de reptiles (3 espèces, dont Lacerta agilis), de
papillons (plus de 300 espèces diurnes et nocturnes), d'oiseaux (plus de 80 espèces observées) en font un
site exceptionnel. Du point de vue ornithologique, on notera la nidification du Traquet motteux (Oenanthe
oenanthe) dans les anciennes minières. 19 espèces d'oiseaux figurants sur la Liste Rouge Luxembourgeoise
nichent dans cette zone, tandis que 8 autres espèces de cette liste y peuvent être observées régulièrement.
Deux espèces, le Pipit rousseline (Anthus campestris) et l'Engoulevent d'Europe (Caprimulgus europaeus)
n'y nichent plus. Le Pipit rousseline est une espèce figurant dans la catégorie 1 de la Liste Rouge (Nicheur
extinct). Le site fait partie intégrante du réseau des "Important Bird Areas" (IBA) de Birdlife International.
