Other Site Characteristics

1.1 Situation Le site est situé a lI'extrémité sud du pays et limité au nord par la route Nationale 6, a l'ouest par
les agglomérations de Kayl et de Rumelange, a I'est par Dudelange. 1.2 Milieu physique La majeure partie du
site est constituée par les couches de I'Aalenien et du Bajocien du Dogger. Les versants longeant le site sont
constitués par les couches du Toarcien du Lias. Plus de 1/5éme de la zone correspond a des surfaces
d'exploitation de la Minette et a des remblaies. Les sols de la zone sont composés essentiellement de sols
argilo-caillouteux a charge calcareuse, non gleyifiés (82%) et de sols argileux a argileux lourds, non gleyifiés
(15%). 1.3 Occupation du sol Le site est caractérisé par la prépondérance des milieux forestiers et
semi-naturels (plus de 4/5 de la zone). Les foréts occupent a elles seules plus de 63% de la surface du site et
sont largement dominées par la hétraie a mélique et aspérule (plus de 60% de la forét feuillue). Les foréts de
coniféres, dominées par les épicéas, couvrent environ 70 ha soit 1/5 des surfaces boisées. A remarquer les
surfaces relativement étendues qui sont occupées par la végétation herbacée naturelle et les roches nues.
Ceci s'explique par la présence d'anciennes miniéres abandonnées et en voie de recolonisation par la
végétation. Les terres agricoles couvrent moins de 10% de la surface du site et sont exploitées en tant que
labour (env. 54%) et prairies (env. 45%).

4.2 Quality and importance

Intéréts selon la directive "Oiseaux" Parmi les oiseaux de I'annexe | de la directive "Oiseaux" présents dans
la zone, I'Alouette lulu Lulula arborea, nicheur tres localisé, trouve dans les miniéres abandonnées un
biotope tout a fait adapté a sa nidification, notamment aux endroits semi-ouverts, non colonisés par la
végétation arbustive, respectivement entretenues par une gestion adaptée. Les anciennes miniéres dans le
Sud du Grand-Duché constituent I'essentiel de la population nicheuse de cette espéce au Luxembourg.
D'autres espéces inféodées a cet habitat, tels que le Pipit des arbres Anthus trivialis, le Rougequeue a front
blanc Phoenicurus phoenicurus, le Pouillot fitis Phylloscopus trochilus? y nichent en grand nombre. Les
espéces forestieres, tels que le Pic noir Dryocopus martius sont présentes dans les hétraies. Notamment le
Pic noir y joue un rdle clé en créant des loges pour d'autres espéces cavernicoles. Les fronts de taille
accueillent le Grand-Duc d'Europe Bubo bubo et d'autres nicheurs des falaises. Intéréts selon la directive
"Habitats" Le site abrite neuf types d'habitats de I'annexe | dont quatre habitats prioritaires. L'intérét majeur
de ce site est la présence de pelouses calcaires séches abritant un grand nombre d'espéces rares et
menaceées. La présence de ces pelouses séches s'explique par une succession naturelle dans les anciennes
miniéres. A noter également la présence de la forét de ravin sur les pentes abruptes et ombragées crées lors
de l'extraction de la minette. Deux espéces de Iépidoptéres de I'annexe Il sont signalées dans la zone. Pour
I'une d'entre elle (Euphydryas aurinia), le site s'avére particuliérement intéressant. Autres intéréts La zone
abrite une faune et une flore extrémement riche. En tout, 109 espéces d'oiseaux (dont 30 de la liste rouge
nationale), 656 espéces de papillons (dont 243 figurent sur la liste rouge) et de nombreux autres animaux
(hétéroptéres, carabidés, psocoptéres, hymenoptéeres, amphibiens, reptiles,...) ont été observés dans la
zone. Plusieurs espéces de plantes tres rares pour le pays sont également présentes. Quelques rares
couples de Traquets motteux (Oenanthe oenanthe) y nichent, ainsi qu'une bonne population de Faucons
crécerelles (Falco tinnunculus) et de Rougequeue a front blanc (Phoenicuros phoenicuros). En tout, 15
especes d'oiseaux de la Liste Rouge Luxembourgeoise nichent dans cette zone, tandis que 16 autres
espéces de cette liste peuvent y étre observées régulierement. Le site fait partie intégrante du réseau des
"Important Bird Areas" (IBA) de Birdlife International.

Gestion Sauvegarde des anciennes foréts, et particulierement des vieux arbres ainsi que des arbres morts.
Défrichement des zones d'anciennes miniéres qui risquent de se boiser. Le déboisement de ces zones
permet de préserver les biotopes favorables a I'Alouette lulu, espéece phare de ces milieux. Attention avec le
déboisement a I'aide de moutons.
