Les sols argileux a argileux lourds, non gleyifiés sur substrat de
marnes sont surtout présents dans la partie Nord et Ouest de la zone alors que dans la partie Sud et centrale
alternent les sols sablo-limoneux et limoneux avec des sols plus argileux faiblement a modérément gleyifiés.
Occupation du sol : Environ 4/5 de la surface de la zone sont exploités par I'agriculture, avec une nette
prépondérance des herbages (3/4 des surfaces agricoles). Une certaine partie de ces herbages est gérée de
maniére moyennement intensive, cependant entrelacée de zones humides, de prairies de fauche, de
paturages mésophiles et d'une bonne structuration paysagere. La forét occupe environ 1/6 de la zone (15%)
et est largement dominée par les feuillus (3/4 des surfaces boisées). Les formations les plus fréquentes sont
les hétraies a mélique et aspérule (Melico-Fagetum) et les chénaies a charme et primevére
(Primulo-Carpinetum) occupent presque la totalité des surfaces de foréts feuillues. Les résineux, dominés par
I'épicéa, couvrent environ 1/10 des surfaces boisées.

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Qualité et importance: Intéréts selon la directive « Oiseaux »: Les espéces phares de la zone sont
notamment les espéces inféodées aux milieux ouverts telles que les milans, les pie-grieches et la Chouette
chevéche Athene noctua. Le Milan royal Milvus milvus et la Milan noir Milvus migrans ont une densité de la
population nicheuse qui compte parmi les plus hautes sur le territoire national. Ainsi que la Chouette
chevéche qui y est représentée par plus de la moitié de la population nationale. Une douzaine d'espéces
d'oiseaux figurant sur la Liste Rouge luxembourgeoise nichent dans cette zone, tels que la Bergeronnette
printaniére Motacilla flava et le Pipit farlouse Anthus pratensis. Les terrains agricoles hébergent des espéces
menacées, tels que la Caille des blés Coturnix coturnix, I'Alouette des champs Alauda arvensis et les
Pie-griéches grise Lanius excubitor et écorcheur Lanius collurio. D'ailleurs cette zone accueille chaque hiver
plusieurs individus de Busards Saint-Martin Circus cyaneus. La Cigogne noire Ciconia nigra est observée
régulierement dans la zone en période de reproduction. La disponibilité en nourriture et la nature des berges
permettent en outre la nidification de plusieurs couples de Martins pécheurs Alcedo atthis. Les quelques
zones humides restantes accueillent le Réle d'eau, la Rousserolle effarvatte Acrocephalus scirpaceus et le
Bruant des roseaux Emberiza schoeniclus. Les massifs forestiers ou nichent entre autres les milans
accueillent également les pics tels que le Pic noir Dryocopus martius et la Pic mar Dendrocopos medius.
Environ 9% de la surface de la zone se chevauchent avec les zones spéciales de conservation « LU0001013
\Vallée de I'Attert de la frontiére a Useldange » et « LU0001072 Massif forestier du Stiefeschboesch ». La
zone abrite I'unique population connue de I'Agrion de Mercure Coenagrion mercuriale, une espece de
libellule, du Luxembourg. La qualité des cours d'eau confére a cette zone un intérét certain pour la
conservation des espéces de poissons et notamment pour la Lamproie de Planer Lampetra planeri. La zone
abrite également des populations du Murin de Bechstein Myotis bechsteinii, du Grand Murin Myotis myotis et
du Murin a oreilles échancrées Myotis emarginatus. Signalons encore la présence du Triton crété Triturus
cristatus dans au moins deux étangs de la zone. La zone abrite 8 types d'habitats de I'annexe | de la
directive « Habitats » dont deux habitats prioritaires. Les principaux habitats de la directive a préserver
respectivement a restaurer sont les prairies maigres de fauche (6510), les prairies a Molinie (6410), les
tourbiéres de transition (7140), les hétraies du Asperulo-Fagetum (9130) et du Luzulo-Fagetum (9110), ainsi
que les chénaies-charmaies du Stellario-Carpinetum (9160).

Principes de gestion: Une des mesures de gestion primordiales est le maintien et la restauration d’'une
mosaique paysagere diversifiée avec I'augmentation des structures paysagéres combinée a 'augmentation
des surfaces exploitées extensivement et a I'augmentation en surface des jachéres. Les prairies de fauche et
les paturages mésophiles présentes dans la zone pourront étre gérés d’'une maniére extensive en
collaboration avec les agriculteurs moyennant des contrats d’extensification. Une importance primordiale est
