Other Site Characteristics

Situation : La zone est située entre le Gréngewald et la petite Suisse luxembourgeoise et s'étend sur 5
communes (Junglinster, Niederanven, Betzdorf, Biwer et Bech). Elle est en partie traversée du Sud au Nord
par I'Ernz Noire entre Ernster et Blumendall. Milieu physique : La zone présente un relief ondulé caractérisé
par un paysage de collines, partiellement mouvementé par des failles. Les couches géologiques affleurant
sur le territoire font essentiellement partie du systeéme triasique. Sur une partie de la zone affleure le Keuper
@ marnolites compactes, derniere assise du Trias. |l se compose de marnes bariolées, dans lesquelles sont
intercalées des bancs de dolomie. Autour de Eschweiler, sur le Keuper repose le Rhétien, assise de
séparation entre le Lias et le Trias, formée par les argiles feuilletées sombres, surmontées d'une couche de
grés ou de conglomérats et terminée par les argiles de Levallois. En bordure ouest de la zone, le Rhétien est
recouvert par I'Hettangien inférieur (couches & Psiloceras planorbis), premiére assise du Lias. Il est constitué
de marnes grises, gréseuses, tres fossiliferes, avec intercalation de bancs de calcaire. Les sols argileux a
argileux lourds, non gleyifiés sur substrat de marnes dominent dans la zone. Ce type de sol occupe avec
prés de 1660 ha plus de la moitié de la zone. Autour de la localité d'Eschweiler, a I'Est de la zone, des sols
sablo-limoneux et limoneux, non gleyifiés a modérément gleyifiés sont présents. Les colluvions et surtout les
alluvions occupent la vallée de I'Ernz Noire. Occupation du sol : La plus grande partie de la zone est couverte
par des territoires agricoles, environ 8/10 (81%), surtout exploitées en tant que prairies et paturages (3/4 de
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la surface agricole) alors que les cultures annuelles couvrent environ 1/4 de la surface agricole. Prés de 190
ha de prairies mésophiles ont pu étre inventoriés dans la zone, et il subsiste également encore quelques
prairies humides (env. 15 ha) et de vergers (env. 25 ha). Les prairies humides sont surtout situées dans la
\vallée de I'Ernz Noire au Nord de Junglinster et dans les vallées autour de Helmstal et Brouch. Les pelouses
calcaires occupent les pentes chaudes du Keuper autour de la localité de Junglinster et couvrent une surface
de plus de 50 ha soit prés de 1/4 de la surface nationale de ce type d'habitat. Les roseliéres occupent plus de
16 ha surtout le long des ruisseaux autour les localités de Beidweiler, Brouch et Helmstal. Les foréts
occupent un peu plus de 12% de la zone et sont composées a 75% de feuillus et a 25% de résineux. Les
hétraies mésophiles (hétraies a mélique et aspérule) et les hétraies acidophiles (hétraies a luzule) constituent
les principales formations forestieres feuillues couvrant 44% respectivement 20% de la surface boisée.

4.2 Quality and importance

Intéréts selon la directive « Oiseaux » Les zones agricoles, bien structurées (haies, lisiéres, vergers, rangées
d'arbres..) et exploitées de facon extensive (mosaique de pelouses séches et zones humides) conviennent
bien a la Pie-griéche grise Lanius excubitor et la Pie-grieche écorcheur Lanius collurio dont les populations y
présentent les plus hautes densités du Luxembourg, ainsi qu'a la Linotte mélodieuse Carduelis cannabina et
au Torcol fourmilier Jynx torquilla. Les milieux ouverts abritent également la Caille des blés Coturnix coturnix,
I'Alouette des champs Alauda arvensis et la Perdrix grise Perdix perdix. Les deux espéces de milans, le
Milan royal Milvus milvus et le Milan noir Milvus migrans sont régulierement observées en recherche de
nourriture en période de reproduction. Le Busard Saint-Martin Circus cyaneus est présent en période
d'hivernation. Les roseliéres et les mégaphorbiaies le long de I'Ernz noire accueillent la Rousserolle
effarvatte Acrocephalus scirpaceus et le Bruant des roseaux Emberiza schoeniclus, tandis qu'au niveau des
berges niche le Martin-pécheur Alcedo atthis. La Cigogne noire Ciconia nigra est nicheuse de la zone, ainsi
que des individus nichant dans les environs viennent se nourrir régulierement dans la zone. Les habitats
forestiers abritent le Pouillot siffleur Phylloscopus sibilatrix et des pics tels que le Pic noir Drycopus martius,
le Pic mar Dendropos medius et le Pic vert Picus viridis. Autres intéréts écologiques : Environ 27% de la
surface de la zone se chevauchent avec les zones spéciales de conservation « LU0001020 Pelouses
calcaires de la région de Junglinster » et « LU0001045 Gonderange/Rodenbourg - Faascht ». La zone abrite
13 types d'habitats de I'annexe | de la directive « Habitats », dont 3 prioritaires. Parmi les habitats prioritaires,
les pelouses calcaires seches semi-naturelles constituent le type d'habitat le plus important. La zone
regroupe pratiquement un cinquiéme de la surface nationale des pelouses calcaires. Ce type d'habitat est
particulierement riche en espéces menaceées de la faune et de la flore. Certaines pelouses de la zone
abritent par exemple un nombre impressionnant d'orchidées. D'autres habitats figurant également dans
I'annexe | de ladite directive présents dans la zone sont les prairies a molinie, les prairies maigres de fauche
et les formations de genévrier (Juniperus) sur pelouses. Cette zone est particulierement intéressante pour
une espéce de papillon Euphrydryas aurinia. A noter également la présence d'un site de reproduction trés
important pour le Grand Murin Myotis myotis & proximité de la zone. Le territoire de chasse de cette colonie
se trouve en partie dans cette zone.

6.3 Conservation measures (optional)

Principes de gestion: Les principes de gestion a appliquer dans cette zone devront viser le paturage extensif
des pelouses seches et le fauchage tardif voire trés tardif des prairies maigres et humides. Les prairies a
molinie présentes dans la zone comptent parmi les plus belles de tout le pays. Leur gestion est actuellement
assurée par des contrats d’extensification. Pour les formations de Juniperus présentes dans la zone se pose
le probleme de la régénération du genévrier. Un programme d’étude spécifique devrait étre lancé pour
étudier ce probleme. Une importance est a accorder aux franges végétales des cours d'eau et aux ripisylves
qui se présentent encore en grande partie dans un état proche de I'état naturel. L'amélioration de la qualité
des cours d’eau est également a considérer comme un but principal. Les foréts feuillues devront étre gérées
selon les principes d’'une sylviculture proche de la nature. Les objectifs opérationnels suggérés sont :
maintien et amélioration de la qualité de I'eau, de la structure des cours d’eau, des plans d’eau et des fonds
de vallée; restauration de la plaine alluviale et de son hydromorphologie; aménagement de bandes de
protection herbagéres le long des cours d’eau; maintien dans un état de conservation favorable et extension
surfacique des friches humides et des mégaphorbiaies; fauchage tres tardif et pluriannuel; maintien dans un
état de conservation favorable et extension surfacique des roseliéres; conservation et aménagement de vieux
peuplements de roselieres avec pieds dans I'eau; maintien dans un état de conservation favorable et
extension surfacique des prairies humides et des prairies maigres, y favoriser le fauchage tardif, voire trés
tardif; maintien dans un état de conservation favorable et extension surfacique des pelouses séches ou
maigres; gestion par paturage extensif; promotion des programmes d’extensification en agriculture,
notamment extensification des prairies et des paturages; préservation et extension surfacique des prairies
permanentes, sans retournement, ni sursemis; maintien et aménagement de bandes herbacées et de
jachéres en culture; maintien et restauration d’'une bande enherbée d’au moins 1 metre le long des chemins
ruraux et entre les structures paysageres et les cultures; maintien dans un état de conservation favorable et
restauration des structures paysageres, tels que buissons, broussailles et haies; élaboration d'un plan de
gestion et d’entretien pluriannuel des structures paysagéres; maintien dans un état de conservation favorable
et restauration des vergers, y préserver des arbres a forte dimension et des arbres morts; exploitation
extensive par paturage ou fauchage ; maintien dans un état de conservation favorable et restauration des
différents types de futaies, notamment des chénaies-charmaies et foréts humides, y préserver des arbres &
forte dimension et des classes d’'age avancées.
