Other Site Characteristics

Situation : La zone s'étend sur 5 communes (Schuttrange, Betzdorf, Flaxweiler, Wormeldange & Lenningen)
a I'Est de la Syre entre les villages Uebersyren, Schuttrange, Canach, Lenningen Gostingen et Beyren. Milieu
physique : Dans la zone affleurent les couches a entroques du Muschelkalk supérieur, surmontées des
couches a cératites, et localement, sur le sommet des plateaux, par les marnes du Keuper inférieur. A I'Est
de Schuttrange affleure le Grés a roseaux, Grés micacé gris-clair, avec intercalations d'argilites sombres et
débris de plantes.

Le Busard Saint-Martin Circus cyaneus
lest présent en période d'hivernation. Les parties de la zone, bien structurées en haies, vergers et arbres
solitaires dans les herbages et notamment paturages conviennent a la Pie-grieche grise Lanius excubitor, la
Pie-grieche écorcheur Lanius collurio et la Linotte mélodieuse dont les populations y présentent de bonnes
densités. En revanche, la population de la Chouette chevéche, jadis présente, devrait étre restaurée. Les
milieux ouverts abritent également la Caille des blés Coturnix coturnix, I'Alouette des champs Alauda
arvensis et - au moins dans le passé - la Perdrix grise Perdix perdix. Les paysages semi-ouverts et les
vergers accueillent le Pic vert Picus viridis, le Torcol fourmilier Jynx torquilla et le Rougequeue a front blanc
Phoenicurus phoenicurus. La Cigogne noire Ciconia nigra est nicheuse de la zone et de la région. Des
individus nichant dans les environs viennent se nourrir régulierement dans la zone. Autres intéréts
écologiques : La zone abrite plusieurs types d'habitats de I'annexe |, dont notamment des prairies maigres
de fauche (6510), des hétraies de I'Asperulo-Fagetum (9130) et des chénaies-charmaies du
Stellario-Carpinetum (9160). En plus, des restes d'un habitat prioritaire sont présents, les pelouses calcaires
séches semi-naturelles (6210). Différentes pelouses de la zone abritent certaines espéces d'orchidées rares.
