	In 2021 the environment agency, in collaboration with the customs agency, has carried out inspections on 9 days. A total of 101 vehicles transporting waste were inspected. 60 vehicles were not compliant with the national waste legislation and received either a fine or a verbal warning. In no case did the non-compliancy lead to a prosecution. Most non-compliancy were linked to national transports and only a few were linked to transboundary shipment of waste.
